YEAR 9

Video Conferencing

An extended range of subject opportunities exists via the Colleges video
conferencing system. This system allows students to be taught subjects
from teachers in video conferencing schools anywhere in New Zealand.
Teachers from throughout New Zealand are able to teach groups of
students using the latest technology keeping them up with the latest
developments in their field.

In this “virtual” school zone students can link to class mates and
teachers live from all over New Zealand. These interactive video link
classes are also supported by students completing on-line activities in
their own time. The students link into the lessons and they view the
teacher on the TV set in the classroom. The teacher is also able to see
the students on their TV set and they are able to communicate directly.
This is followed up with a range of online activities which students
complete in their own time.



GUIDANCE COUNSELLOR AND DEANS

Makoura College has a full time Guidance Counsellor. The Guidance
Counsellor is available to help students and their Whanau with a wide
range of issues, both in and out of school. The Deans make up the rest
of the Guidance team. Each year level has a Dean.

HEALTH CLINIC

A Health Clinic is available for students two days per week in the
College grounds. The Health Clinic gives free, confidential access to a
registered nurse and a general practitioner.

MENTORING AND SUPPORT FOR ALL STUDENTS

All students are assigned to a Wakahuia Teacher who meets with them
at least three times per week. The role of this Teacher is to get to know
each student and provide mentoring, academic and pastoral care
support. In Years 11, 12 and 13 the key focus of Wakahuia is to
provide mentoring and support for students with regard to NCEA
gualifications. The teachers discuss goals with the students and provide
information to help them achieve the highest possible qualifications.

LEADERSHIP

We believe students personal and social development is enhanced
through taking on leadership roles. Students are encouraged to go and
opportunities exist through being a student leader, through the Student
Council, through the Health Work Committee, through the Peer Support
Programme and through a range of curriculum and extra-cucciular
activities.

LEARNING CENTRE

The Learning Centre welcomes students whose educational needs are
unable to be fully met through the mainstream subjects offered at the
College. Individual programmes are designed in partnership with
caregivers to address each student’s individual needs. We also offer
literacy support for those students in Years 9 and 10 who require extra
assistance to meet the literacy demands in their core classes.



SPORTS

Students at Makoura College are encouraged to play sport for the
school. Students are able to play for outside teams when a suitable
college team is not available.

Outdoor Education provides an exciting educational opportunity for
students in Years 12 and 13. The program uses Outdoor Recreational
Unit Standards which contribute to NCEA qualifications at Levels 1, 2
and 3. Credits can be gained in; Mountain Craft, Rockclimbing,

Caving, Tramping, Adventure Based Learning, Kayakin g,
Mountain Biking, Communication in the Outdoors and Risk

Management . A “hands-on”, “get involved” approach is the basis for
the delivery of these Units.

Leadership, teamwork, self motivation and self reliance are integral to
the program. Makoura College is an accredited provider registered
with NZQA and SFRITO.

EDUCATION OUTSIDE THE CLASSROOM

Our students are active! Makoura College offers a wide range of
opportunities for outdoor activities in the junior school, including Year 9
Camp and Junior Activities Week, which can include tramping, surfing,
kayaking, diving and many other outdoor pursuits, not forgetting the
chance to go on our annual ski and snowboarding trip.



CAREERS GUIDANCE

The Careers service offers individual career planning and
guidance for all students. Along with the Gateway and Star
Programmes the Career programme allows students to
experience outside of school courses and work experience that
link them to potential careers and genuine work experience.

GATEWAY TO THE WORLD OF WORK

Gateway is an exciting programme which links mostly Year 12
and 13 students to their career choices and offers them an
opportunity to gain Unit Standards pertaining to that career while
they are still in school. In the long run this saves students time
and money when they go onto an apprenticeship.

Gateway students are placed in a working environment at least
one day per week where they do hands-on practical jobs. They
are visited (or a phone call is made) on a regular basis.
Gateway students have been in a variety of work situations
including Hairdressing, Early Childcare, Automotive, Building,
Retail, Horticulture, Sport, Farming and Office Administration.

Gateway is funded by the Tertiary Education Commission. This
can help pay for specialist clothing, equipment, travel expenses
and other costs otherwise incurred by the student. For instance
all Gateway students are registered on a two-day First Aid
Course before they are allowed on work placement.

INTERNATIONAL EXCHANGE STUDENTS

Makoura College welcomes international students from all over
the world. We have enjoyed hosting students from Brazil,
Paraguay, Canada, the U.S.A., Colombia, Japan and China to
name but a few countries. Students are fully integrated into the
College and many particularly enjoy the wide range of
experiences that our Outdoor Recreation Department offers.
Those who do not have English as their native language can
learn ESOL (English for speakers of other languages). All
international students live with a New Zealand family to enhance
their New Zealand experience and language skills, and the
College takes seriously both the pastoral and academic needs of
these students.

At Makoura College we value what our international students
bring. They enrich us with their different cultures, personalities
and the friendships that develop.
